The 25th Annual Omaha Winter Festival Invitational will be conducted in accordance with the rules and regulations of US
Figure Skating, as set forth in the 2006 US Figure Skating rulebook and will be judged using the 6.0 system. The
competition is open to all eligible US Figure Skating members in accordance with Part 2 #3056. Skaters from foreign
countries who are members in good standing of their respective federations are eligible. Skaters may compete in events
according to their test level as of November 25, 2005 or one level higher, unless otherwise stated in this announcement.
Pre-Preliminary through Pre-Juvenile will be grouped by age. Juvenile and above will be randomly seeded. Club, facility
and US Figure Skating liability shall be governed by US Figure Skating rule Part 2 #3222.

ENTRIES

Entries must be postmarked on or before FRIDAY, NOVEMBER 25, 2005. Entries postmarked on or before November
11 are eligible to receive a $25 early bird discount. Late entries (postmarked AFTER November 25, 2005) may be
accepted at the discretion of the competition committee, as space permits. Metered mail is not accepted as proof of
postmark. Please do not send entries that require a signature for receipt since this will only delay receipt of your entry.

PLEASE CHECK YOUR ENTRY CAREFULLY WITH YOUR COACH BEFORE MAILING. Changes
requested after the entry deadline may be made at the discretion of the competition committee, as space permits. A
$15 FEE WILL BE CHARGED FOR EVERY CHANGE MADE AFTER THE ENTRY DEADLINE. Changes
made after December 31 may not appear in the Winter Festival program. Please note that your “early bird”
discount will be forfeited should you request a change be made after the “early bird” deadline of November 11.

Each Skater must submit an entry form. For pairs, both entry forms must be submitted together in the same envelope.
Returned check fee is $25.

FACILITIES

Motto McLean Ice Arena (formerly Hitchcock Park Ice Arena), 5015 S 45" St. (45th and ‘P’ Streets) in Omaha, NE, has an
ice surface of 85’ x 200" with rounded corners. Bleacher seating is available as is limited inside seating in the concession
area. Concessions will be available daily.

REGISTRATION

The Registration Desk, in the Lobby area, will be open Wednesday 1/18/06 from 4:30 p.m. until 7:30 p.m. and all other
days one hour before competition begins until close of events on that day.

Music

Cassettes or CD (No CD-RW) will be used and must be plainly marked with the skater’s name, event and running time.
Please make sure all tapes/CDs are recorded at adequate volume. Tapes/CD must be checked in at time of registration.
Tapes/CDs will not be returned until the event has been skated. All skaters must supply another tape/CD for use on
practice sessions. Once a competition tape/CD is turned in, it cannot be released for use on practice sessions. Any
competition CD not clean and in a jewel case when turned in at registration will not be accepted. A back-up tape (must be
a tape not a CD) should be readily available at all event times.

VIDEO

The Local Motion Production will be the official competition event vidographer and photographer. Hand-held personal
video equipment is permitted in the bleacher area only. The competition committee restricts personal video taping of your
child only. No other recording will be permitted without committee approval. Video taping of any event for personal
profit is not allowed. NO VIDEO EQUIPMENT MAY BE PLUGGED INTO ARENA OUTLETS.

PRACTICE ICE

THERE IS NO SEPARATE PRACTICE ICE FORM IN THIS PACKET. One (1 only) Official Practice may be requested
on the Entry Form in this packet. Cost is $10 for 30 minutes (pairs pay $12 per skater for 30 minutes). Payment must be
received before Practice Ice will be scheduled.

Official practice ice will be assigned starting at 4:30 PM on Wednesday, January 18, 2006. Every entrant who orders and
pays for the Official Practice will be guaranteed that practice will be scheduled before their Freeskate event ( if they do not
sign up for Freeskate, then before their first event). SIGN UP FOR OFFICIAL PRACTICE ON THE ENTRY FORM,
INCLUDE THE PROPER AMOUNT WITH YOUR REGISTRATION FEES, AND LET US KNOW YOUR
ESTIMATED TIME OF ARRIVAL. Every effort will be made to accommodate your arrival time. No refunds will be
made for official practice ice that is not used (except in cases where skater withdraws from the competition for reasons
outlined in the refund policy section above.)

If time allows, limited additional practice ice may be available for purchase when you arrive at the competition arena. You
may also email or call Sheryl Moeller with your pre-competition request for additional practice ice.

Music is guaranteed to be played on the skater’s official practice ice provided that the skater checks in with the ice monitor
and turns in their music prior to the beginning of the session. Additional music will be played on a first come first serve
basis as time permits.

AWARDS

The top three skaters in each division will receive medals. Ribbons will be awarded to fourth, fifth and sixth places.
Medal awards and ribbons will be presented off ice at the photographer’s desk after each event. A Team trophy will be
awarded to the Club earning the most points. Points are awarded as follows: 6 points for 1st Place decreasing to 1 point
for 6th Place. Hosting clubs are excluded from team trophies.

COMPETITION EVENTS

For each event, competitors may enter only one level. Competitors may skate up one test level unless otherwise noted.
Event eligibility is based on test status as of November 25, 2005. Adult Introductory is open to skaters ages 18-25. Adult
skaters must be 26 years of age or older. Freeskate and Short Program will be skated as separate events for Juvenile level
and above. NOTE: Freeskate Levels 1-6 will be skated as Beginner events (see below). If a skater competes at a
non-qualifying competition in a “Beginner or No Test” category, then that skater must compete at the equivalent
level or higher in any future Basic Skills approved competitions and may no longer compete in Basic Skills
Freeskate 1-6. All skaters entering Beginner events MUST be currently registered in a Basic Skills program or full
members of US Figure Skating. The event levels, requirements and program times are listed below:

An axel is
considered a single jump. For jump combinations, no change of foot or turn is allowed between the two jumps. NOTE:
Freeskate Levels 1-6 Compulsories will be skated as Beginner events (see below). The times listed are maximums and
less time may be used. Beginner through Pre-Juvenile and Adult Pre-Bronze through Silver will compete on half ice.

Entrants qualify according to freeskate level and may skate up one level, but may not skate down. Spins may be joined
with minimal connecting moves. The connecting moves will not be judged. There will be a 1-1/2 minute time limit. All
levels will be skated on 1/2 ice. No music. Spins must be skated exactly as stated, but may be skated in any order. Spins
are 4 revolutions unless otherwise stated and may not be repeated.

Qualifications are the same as freeskating. Skaters will select their own music and must interpret the theme and tempo of
the music. Aurtistic expression and musical interpretation are the major elements being judged. Appropriate costumes are
encouraged but not required. Props may be used if they can be placed and removed by the skater in 30 seconds, and do not
present a danger to the skater. All props must be inanimate objects. The Beginner groups have been separated into
“Low” and “High” designations. Some levels that have been combined into ONE event (see table). Note all times
are maximums; there are no minimum times. Artistic may be any length under the allowable max. A large number of
Juvenile, Intermediate, and Novice entrants in the Artistic event may necessitate splitting this group by level (time limits
will be the same for all three levels). Other events may be combined based on total number of entries received.
