Beyond the Basic will NOT be 

counted in the Freeskate and Elements/Compulsory Program Series for this 2018 season.  Spins, Dance, Pairs, 

Theatre on Ice, Synchronized Teams, and Showcase Events will NOT be counted for this 2018 season.
