General Info— The Southwest Florida FSC Spring Classic will be held at the Ellenton
Ice Arena on Saturday March 9th.

This is a United States Figure skating
approved Basic Skills Competition. The approvals will be posted on the official
competition bulletin board.

The purpose of this competition is to promote a fun,
introductory, competitive experience for the beginning
skater.

Eligibility—The Competition is open to ALL skaters who are current, eligible [ER 100]
members of either the Basic Skills Program and/or full members of US Figure Skating. To
be eligible skater must have submitted a membership application or be a member in good
standing. Members of other organizations are eligible to compete but must be registered
with the host Basic Skills Program/Club or any other Basic Skills Program/Club. Eligibility
will be based on skill level as of closing date of entries. All Snowplow Sam and Basic 1-6
skaters must skate at highest level passed or one level higher. If competing Snowplow
Sam or Basic 1-6, NO official US Figure Skating tests may have been passed including
MIF or individual dances.

Skaters will not be allowed to compete until they have checked in with main table.
Checking in on competition day, please register at least one hour before your
competition time.
